How to access Espresso via your Netmedia Learning Platform

Please note that this service is not accessible from within school.  School access to Espresso will continue to be through your Espresso server via a desktop shortcut on the school’s PCs.
1. Logon to your Netmedia Learning Platform
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Go to ‘Properties’ and ‘Search for a Property’.  Search for the ‘Espresso Primary Home Access Property’ 

3. Select the ‘property’ and add it to your ‘desktop’  – please note this property is only viewable by teachers. 
4. Please read the Terms and Conditions before using the home service
5. Simply click on the icon shown and you will enter the Espresso Home Users page.

When first using Espresso from home we recommend that you go to the ‘Espresso Check’ button to ensure your home PC meets the minimum requirements.
