Which group will get the most work done this lesson?

Look at these three sections of a poem by U. A. Fanthorpe.

The poem is based on the picture, painted by Ucello of St George and the Dragon.

First:-

· Write a list of all the characters in the picture.

· Describe what you can see in the picture IN NO MORE THAN FIVE SENTENCES.

· Now read the poem with your group.

You have to 

· Decide which section belongs to which CHARACTER in the picture

· Suggest a TITLE for the poem

· In which order do you think the three sections of the poem should come – and give your REASONS for your answer

· Now write down what you think the fourth section of the poem should be saying.  You will be writing the words for the CHARACTER in the painting who has been given nothing to say.
