	Gather children and tell them they about to become film stars of the future.  They have been commissioned to produce a film on the Life of our Queen – Queen Elizabeth II.  Thunderstorm – what do we already know about QEII?  Show Pathe news clip of the coronation.  Discuss when the film was made.  What clues are there in the clip?  Clothes, commentary, dates, Queen’s appearance.  Did she look younger than today?  Tell children we are going to focus on QEII childhood, family, homes, Revisit the clips of the early photographs of the Queen and her family.  Discuss clothing, black and white photographs (n.b. some photos today are black and white.)  Discuss the idea of family history, chronology, generations.  

Y1/2 – bring in photos of their family, organise onto a simple family tree.  Discuss chronology.  Link to Queen’s family.

Bring favourite toy to compare with Queen’s favourite toys.  How have toys changed over the years?  Take digital photos.  Children could use Art software packages to paint/draw family, toys, hobby.

Y5/6 - voice over/commentary on Pathe news clip and insert new stills, discuss changes in society from 1950’s to today.  E.g. more affluence, social classes closer, affording more toys.  Leisure time – e.g. queen horse riding was viewed as an upper class leisure activity, now more people ride.  On going edit/review movie maker clips.  Y5/6 could use internet to research royal family tree to include in movie:

	Ask children to think about how the streets were decorated, the splendour, the pageantry.  How would people have celebrated?  Discuss the bunting/flags on the film clip.  Why use the colours red, white and blue?  Union Jacks – symbols of patriotism.  Explain to children that we are going to recreate / re enact Coronation Day.

Y2 We will make bunting using different medium and writing a Coronation Day Memory.  Some children will use a template to colour in (p44) some will use MS Word Auto Shapes to produce triangles infilled with red white and blue colours and typing their Coronation Day Memory using a text box.  Put together bunting, decorate class.

Y5 use digital camera to record Y2 activity.  Use Movie Maker 2 to split the Pathe News film into stills.  Start to edit stills, inserting new stills from digital camera.  Start to script voice over commentary, recounting how the streets looked on Coronation Day, materials used – cotton, fabric, hand made, how long it must have taken.  Compare this to the digital photo stills of Y2 – the use of computers to produce bunting quickly, efficiently.  Comment on finished look.  Ongoing edit/review Movie Maker 2 clips.

	Show Pathe News clip of the Coronation Day/Ceremony.  Discuss clip and events of the day (p42)

Y1/2 Make a zig zag booklet using sequencing events of the day.  Or use some stills from Pathe news and Notebook/MS Word to sequence match statement (p45)

Children use stills from Pathe News to answer questions such as: what fabric/gems/jewels was the Queen’s gown made of?  Design?  Crown?  Children then use p46 (enlarged) to design their own coronation gown.  Or collage or use an art software package (Fresco) to design their own gown.

Y 5/6 Listen to the commentary on Pathe News clips, take notes of opinions of the ceremony and how this was interpreted across the nation.  Perhaps interview people who can remember the day to obtain different views/opinions/interpretations/memories.  Record this on Movie Maker 2 to be inserted into completed film.  Include digital stills of Y1/2 completed gown designs.  Ongoing edit/review movie maker clips

Y5/6 – Digital photos of Y1/2 to be included with Pathe News footage on Movie Maker.  Commentary to include now the coronation was commemorated?  Silver and Golden Jubilee: how did these celebrations differ?  What might we infer about the changes in society/technology in the past 50 years?  Describe how souvenir production provided work/employment: handmade/factory/materials. Ongoing edit/review movie maker clips

Y1/2 To be able to recount/re enact the main events of Coronation Day

Y1/2 To be able to identify differences in lifestyles between past and present

Y5/6 To be able to give an eye witness account of events based on historical knowledge / facts

Y5/6 To know how to plan, edit and present information using multi media (link with QCA Unit 6a)

	Tell children that the Queen insisted that the Coronation be televised so that the whole nation could be an eye witness of the day / ceremony.  Discuss how not everyone had a television and people hired televisions, gathered in the houses of friends and relatives to watch.  Tell the children that we are now going to commemorate the Coronation of Queen Elizabeth by pretending to be at a street party on the day of the coronation.  Review Pathe News footage of Coronation, decorate tables, use flags and bunting made in week 1/2/3.  Discuss how streets would share food/drink/games/music.  What sort of food they might have, how that may differ from today’s party food.

Y1/2 recreate a street party in the classroom.  Perhaps role play the coronation ceremony itself.

Y5/6 – Eye witness account of the celebration, giving fact and opinion and interpretation of celebrations as commentary.  Complete movie, perhaps compile a list of out takes/mistakes.  Present final version of the movie to Y1/2 for evaluation.
