Further Police evidence

	Beside the Corrie at Brindley farm a steel drum was discovered.  Forensic analysis showed that it had previously contained a substance with the following percentages by weight: Carbon = 9.7%, Nitrogen = 34%, Hydrogen = 0.04%, Oxygen =13%
	The soil in the Vale of Slander contains a larger proportion of aluminium than most other soils in the area.

	Footsteps were found near the drum.  Plaster impressions of the prints showed that one foot was placed down heavier on the ground than the other.
	The firm of accountants, Grab and Snide produced a balance sheet for the previous financial year showing that Anstruther's Fertilizer Company made a profit of 4.5million pounds. 

	George Grundy owns a yellow Ford Fiesta.
	The Mort's cleaner stated that when she came into the house the next day, the parlour clock was running two hours fast.

	Dr Mort's wife told police that he had arrived home early (about 8.30pm) from the Anstruther's drinks party on the night of Professor Parker’s murder, saying that 'there had been a hell of a row and that he could stick being there no longer'.  Mrs Mort said she left to visit her friend Mrs McTavish who lived in the nearby town of Felsingham  (some 15 miles away) shortly after her husband returned at 8.30pm and travelled along the West Road.  She claimed that the parish priest had been visiting the house and was a bit worse for wear after having half a bottle of her husband's home made wine, she said when she left the house her husband was still entertaining the parish priest in the parlour.
	Mrs McTavish confirmed that Mrs Mort arrived at her house at about 9.30pm.



	A Ford Fiesta was seen speeding along the road by Borley village towards the bridge over the Slander at 10pm.
	The Pollution of the Environment Act 1989 ensures that any company found to be polluting the environment is fined.  In previous test cases having similarity to the pollution of the River Slander, the fine has been of the order of 1 million pounds for every kilometre polluted.
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
