· across Canada from Edmonton to Halifax

· across the Atlantic from Halifax to Princess Dock (Glasgow)

· from Glasgow to Shorncliffe Camp, Kent

· from Shorncliffe to Popperinghe, Belgium

· Popperinghe to front line trenches at Mount Sorrel (You will need a map of the British line s in World War I for this section of William journey)

If William had been interviewed by a reporter from the Daily Mail at the end of June 1916 how might he have answered these questions?

· You’ve had quite a journey. What most impressed you on your way from Edmonton to England? (Look at the diary for April 15th-- –May 5th)

· What do you think of your welcome in England? (June 6th)

· Did you manage to see anything of the country before you embarked for France? (May 6th – May 29th)

· How keen were you to go into action (June 4th)

· What are your first impressions of the front line? Did you boys give Fritz hell? (June 13th-14th)
