How Egger can help your school understand the manufacture of chipboard

The Environment & Quality Officer (EQO) at Egger (UK) Ltd has been very helpful in the process of running the Seed to Saw project. Whilst pupils under the age of 16 years old are not allowed (for health and safety reasons) to look around the plant at Egger, the EQO has gone into schools to explain and illustrate the process of chipboard manufacturing. The series of photos and accompanying text on the Egger plant at Hexham demonstrate how chipboard is manufactured.

Egger is an Austrian family owned chipboard manufacturing company with
plants located in Austria, Germany, France, Italy, Scotland and at Hexham in
Northumberland.


The Manufacturing site at Hexham uses roundwood timber, sawdust and other
sawmill residues together with recycled wood fibre to make chipboard and
decorative melamine faced chipboard for use in kitchen furniture and
building products, such as Weyroc tongue and groove flooring.  

Egger takes a proactive role in protecting the environment. Egger is currently
implementing an Environmental Management System to ISO 14001 and welcome
interest from our neighbours and schools around us. We have been involved in
education projects with school children from three schools in Northumberland
and are available to give presentations on how we use wood to produce
chipboard whilst thinking about sustainability & protecting the environment.
