Mathematics

	The teaching of mathematics will be carried out in ability groups

There will be four periods of mathematics each week.

Two sessions will be devoted to the teaching of number skills and two to the teaching of the term’s topic.

Assessment for the teaching of basic mathematical concepts and teaching of the topics will be based on small steps assessment- an assessment sheet will be available for each module.

The teaching of mathematics will follow a one year programme which is outlined below- all pupils will have

access to all modules but activities offered will be differentiated to match individual needs- whilst time and money are identified as modules in their own right and are the topic focus for a half term’s activities work in these areas should be ongoing and a part of the teaching of core number skills as well.
